Our Seal

In October 1984, the Dio-
cese of East Tennessee in
convention adopted a seal.
Three crosses on the blue
background of a shield sym-
bolize the three dioceses
now present in Tennessee.
The jagged line below the
three crosses symbolizes the
mountains, and a

dogwood blossom is a sym-
bol both of Christianity and
of the East Tennessee re-
gion. The blossom is cen-
tered

within a gold cross on a red
field at the base of the
shield, reminiscent of the
seal of the original Diocese
of

Tennessee. The crossed key
and crozier behind the
shield are topped by a mitre,
all of which represent the
bishop.
